All papers accepted will be published in the conference proceedings exactly as submitted by the authors. Extended versions of the best papers selected and presented at the conference should be appointed to be published in a book of selected papers, or in design journals.
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References within the text should be indicated by author and year, between brackets (Example 2004). If necessary, pages should be indicated after the year, separated by a colon (Example 2004: 13-15). Only references mentioned within the text should be listed in the references section.

For footnotes, use the style exemplified here.
 To quote an author in the text, use ‘single quotes’. Quotations that exceed three lines should be separated from the body text. 
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Please use this document as a model for text layout and styles.

All figures included in the paper, like the one below (fig. 1) should be mentioned in the text. Bitmap images (like photos) should have 150dpi resolution and be compressed in jpeg medium format. Increase paragraph spacing to 12 point before the image, and after the caption, using styles ICDHS Figure and ICDHS Caption. Be sure to have permission to use the images included in the text, clearing copyright issues before submission.
